Personal Identification 
If you are visiting Canada, a valid passport is necessary and sometimes a visa as well. U.S. residents are exempt, provided they have valid proof of U.S. permanent residency. However, it is always better to carry a passport as personal identification. It is the responsibility of the visitor, before entering Canada, to ensure that he or she has the necessary documents, including those for entry into another country and re-entry into his or her own country.
Personal Baggage
Clothing and goods for personal use during your stay are admitted to Canada duty-free. In most provinces, limited quantities of tobacco products may be brought in duty-free by persons 18 years and over. Similarly, limited quantities of alcoholic beverages may be brought into Alberta, Manitoba and Québec by persons 18 years and over. Items such as cameras, tape recorders, computers and sporting equipment should be registered with the customs service in the traveller’s country of residence prior to departure in order to prove they were purchased prior to entry into Canada.

Gifts
Non-residents can bring or mail gifts under a value of $60 (CDN) to Canada without paying duty, with the exception of tobacco, alcoholic beverages and advertising material. A gift or gifts (for any one recipient from any one individual) valued at more than $60 (CDN) are subject to regular taxes and duty on the excess amount.
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
